into commercial sex only to find out that you are be-
ing charged with a crime and cannot explain to the
jury why you committed the crime. Many traffick-
ing victims find themselves in this dilemma today
due to our current Texas Penal Code. Over recent
years, Texas has seen an increase in laws combat-
ting sex trafficking, but there is a population that is
being harmed, and no one is talking about it.

Traffickers use their victims as a shield, forc-
ing them to commit crimes so they are not held
accountable. Now, as a defendant, victims find
themselves unable to explain to juries why their vic-
timization led to committing criminal acts, leaving
them at the mercy of the very legal system meant to
protect them. As victims face charges, they are pre-
vented from explaining how being drugged, beaten,
raped, and trafficked over some time made them
do as their traffickers told them. These crimes often
include vagrancy, trespass, disorderly conduct,
robbery, drug offenses, and prostitution. There is
a cruel irony that victims of sex trafficking endure
unimaginable trauma and then find themselves
facing criminal charges, which only exacerbates
their trauma. We must do better in Texas. It is time
to change the definition of an affirmative defense
for duress to include the coercion and fraud many
victims of sex trafficking experience.

As alegal defense, duress is a safeguard against
criminal liability to be used in a court of law when
the defendant has been compelled to commit an
illegal act under the threat of harm or death. Un-
fortunately, in Chapter 8.05 of the Texas Penal Code,
duress cannot be used for victims of sex trafficking

Katy’s ‘edible gardeners  have hopes of early spring dashed

Katy’s gardeners recently faced a
setback with an unexpected cold front,
challenging their
early spring
hopes. The mild
weather pre-
ceding the cold
snap led many to
transplant tender
spring seedlings,

Start with a Cleanup

If you have not uncovered your
garden beds from winter, now is the
time! Remove damaged foliage and any
weeds that have accumulated over the
winter months. Prune dead or dam-
aged branches from trees and shrubs to
encourage new growth.

Soil Preparation is Key

After the cleanup, focus on prepar-
ing your soil. Top dressing your garden
beds with a fresh layer of compost not
only improves soil structure but also
boosts water retention and nutrient
content. For specific soil needs, con-
sider sending a sample to the Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension Office for
testing. More information on this may
be found on their website at https://
agrilifeextension.tamu.edu/assets/
environment-natural-resources/soil/
soil-testing.

Choose the Right Plants

Selecting the right varieties is
crucial for a successful spring gar-
den. While I love growing something
unique each year, I stick to what I
know my family will enjoy eating week
after week. Seek heat-tolerant and

drought-resistant varieties that can
thrive in our region's climate.

Don't forget to add pollinator
friendly flowers to your edible garden
to attract bees, ladybugs, and butter-
flies. When planning flower beds, con-
sider plant height and spacing needs of
the plants at full maturity to achieve a
visually appealing arrangement.

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Peck was presented with a special-
ly-made bolt commemorating his years
with the family company; other family
members received these special bolts as
well. Many of the employees present had
been with the company fifteen years or
more, and several spoke to thank Randy
for the role that he and the company had
played in their lives.

Peck and his family have been active
supporters of FFA projects as well as quietly
supporting other community causes such
as the Knights of Columbus, said company
administrative assistant Carla Clark. Peck
is also a partner with Mickie Blackmon in a
local Red Wing Shoe store on Mason Road
near I-10.

The K-T Bolt company at 1150 Katy Fort
Bend Road now employs 61 workers and
is aleading manufacturer and distributor
of fasteners for structural steel fabrication,
general and highway construction, mining,
railroads, agriculture, and other industries,
according to the company website.

But its origins are much more humble.

According to a Katy Times article written
by Ruby Robinson in October 1987, the
company began as a small blacksmith shop
located at Avenue A and First Street in Katy,
operated by Roy Peck. Roy Peck bought the
original red building and equipment from
his father, W. B. Peck, in 1921 and remained
there until 1925, where his son Charlie as-
sisted him until around 1945. After working
in the Houston Shipyards during World
War I, Charlie returned to Katy and ran
the blacksmith shop for his father and in

1953 became the sole owner, following his
father’s death. That year, Charlie erected a
building at Katy Fort Bend and Highway 90.

In 1963 Charlie’s son Charles joined
the company and the business relocated
to 5103 Third Street. In 1979, Charles’
son Randy began working in the family-
owned business. In 1973, the state of
Texas incorporated K-T Bolt, with Charlie
Peck and Charles Peck each owning 50%.
Also that year, Charles and his brother
Alfred formed a partnership to create
the sister company, K-T Galvanizing. In
1989, the company bought an 8.78 tract
of land on Katy Fort Bend Road where the
first building was built in 1990. A second
building for shipping and receiving was
added in 1997, followed by a third building
in 1999 and fourth and fifth buildings
in 2009. In June 2009 the third building
burned to the ground; the cause of the fire
remains unknown. Buildings six and seven
were built around 2011.

K-T Bolt merged with Birmingham Fas-
teners in 2022, with Randy Peck retaining
25% of the stock; that stock was just sold
in February 2024 with 10% acquired by
Birmingham Fasteners and 15% by FMW
Corporation. As Birmingham Fastener
assumes greater control of K-T Bolt, the
president’s role vacated by Peck will be
filled by Baron Yarborough.

Peck said that he plans to spend time
during retirement in Sealy near one of
his children and at a property he recently
acquired in Oklahoma. He is an avid
hunter and outdoorsman.

who are not in immediate
danger of harm or death.
Traffickers exert intense and
pervasive control over their
victims. Expanding the
definition of duress will al-
low victims who once were
barred from sharing their
story of victimization to now
be able to explain how their
trafficker coerced them.

The horrors endured by
victims of sex trafficking are
not exaggerated. For most
victims, trafficking occurs
for several years. Victims
suffer physical, mental, and emotional
abuse daily. Even after they leave the traf-
ficking situation, the effects can continue
for a lifetime. There is persistent fear, anx-
iety, and post-traumatic stress. For these
very reasons, victims of sex trafficking
should be able to use an affirmative de-
fense for duress to give juries a complete
picture of their victimization and what led
to them committing crimes.

Bills to Expand the definition of duress
to include trafficking victims’ experiences
have passed the Texas House of Represen-
tatives for the past two legislative sessions
but have not moved out of the Texas Sen-
ate. Representative Senfronia Thompson,

Rhonda Kuykendall

author of the Duress bill in
2021, said, “This bill would
allow juries to consider
whether the force or threat
of force would render a
reasonable person in the
situation of the defendant
incapable of resisting the
pressure. The proposed
change would protect our
most vulnerable, trauma-
tized Texans from prosecu-
tion for crimes induced by
coercion by their abusers.”

The legal system should
be utilized to defend the
vulnerable, provide justice for victims of
crime, and prosecute traffickers who prey
on vulnerable populations. An affirmative
defense for duress is the ethical change
needed in Texas to reaffirm the dignity
and worth of every person regardless of
their history. It is time to stand in solidar-
ity with survivors, listen to their voices,
and ensure that they are not only seen but
heard as well.

ny’s belief that everyone deserves access
to clean, safe water, including the local
ecosystem of birds, fish and plants.

Every summer, VEX Robotics
releases a brand-new game that in-
tegrates plastic or foam game piec-
es to be played by 18-inch robots
that are designed, programmed,
built and driven by teams of high
school students around the world.

Using VEX-approved parts that
combine electronics, motors and
aluminum or steel parts, the stu-
dents must study the game thor-
oughly and decide how to precisely
build their robots. Even seemingly
small decisions like what type of
wheels to use can have huge im-
pacts on how the robot performs.

The game is played on a 12-foot
field with 4 robots competing
in each match. For the first 15
seconds of every match, the
robots must be autonomous and
drive themselves. The students
preprogrammed the robot using
either Robot C or Python to get
the best performance out of
their sensors and programs. To
compete at the highest levels, the
teams can qualify in one of five
ways: interview, notebook, skills
score, programming scores and
tournament champion.

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required sacrifice, but it was worth it for
Carlton.

“The dayI found out I tore my ACL, I
called (University of Texas head coach) Vic
Schaefer and I told him and then said I was
going to come back from it this year. He told
me the earliest he’d seen someone come
back from it was four months so I was like
‘okay, it’s possible, so I told them I'm coming
back this year! Not everyone was happy with
me, but it’s what I needed to do and I'm glad
that I did”

Carlton’s return sparked a surge for the
Spartans in the second half of district and
the team went on a 22-game winning streak,
clinching a district title and making it to the
regional semifinals for the second time in
three years. Carlton surpassed 2,00 career
points and became the Spartans' career
leader in blocks, proving herself to be one of
the all-time greats that have come through
the school.

“Justice’s character is second to none,”
said Seven Lakes head coach Doug Watson.
“She fought, rehabbed and worked so hard
so she could play her senior year with her
teammates and the accomplishments on the
court speak for themselves, but off the court
she is just as impactful. Justice is humble
and gracious — she’s always doing the little
things for others and she makes everyone
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around her better. She’s everything you want
in a player”

The accomplishment of McDonalds All-
American was a culmination of all that hard
work for Carlton, and it meant even more
with the games being held in Houston in
April. Carlton knew that she wanted to have
these moments in her senior year, and she
wasn'’t going to be told no.

“She’s stubborn but in a great way,” said
Kacy Carlton, Justice’s mother and Seven
Lakes assistant coach. “If someone tells
her she can’t or that might be too lofty a
goal, then that just fuels her. It’s kind of like
that Kobe mindset where if anyone doubts
her or talks trash, it just drives her. She’s
very internally driven and when she wants
something, nothing is going to stop her from
reaching that goal”

That goal will be achieved at 5:30 p.m.
April 2 at the Toyota Center when Carlton
will compete alongside the 23 other best
high school seniors in the nation in the
game and it’s something she cannot wait
for.

“I'm looking forward to it every day and
I'm so excited,” Carlton said. “I'm excited to
play with my friends and I'm excited to play
against some of the best girls in the country.
That'’s the only word I can use to describe it
— I'm just so excited for this”
