Ardis JoAnn Loy Scheer Scott 
entered the Kingdom of Heaven 
on the Lord’s Day, Sunday, March 
3, 2024. She was with her son and 
medical team. 

A woman beloved by so many, 
she was born on October 28,1936, 
in Mapleton, Iowa, to Edward and 
Lillian (Meggers) Scheer. While 
growing up in Iowa, she was a star 
basketball player, a drummer in 
the school band, and was crowned 
Stockcar Beauty Queen. As a young 
professional she went on modeling 
auditions, tried recording a record 
album and worked in the Aero-
space industry in Southern Cali-
fornia in the late 1950’s and 60’s. 
She always drove Buicks and there 
she commandeered her own 1956 
Buick Cabriolet. She started work at 
the age of nine after her father was 
killed in an accident and worked in 
accounting for various companies 
well into her 70’s. She was united in 
marriage to Merrill Lockler “Bud” 
Scott, Jr.

Having traveled and lived 
across the United States, she and 
her family settled in Brookshire, 
Texas, and became proprietors of 

several liquor stores and a restau-
rant which, when not rented out, 
was dubbed “The Place Next Door 
to the Liquor Store.” There she and 
Bud threw some of the grand-
est parties the community had 
ever seen. The local newspaper 
frequently reported details of her 
hosting skills, social events, and 
galas. She was also very involved 
in Cub Scouts, multiple school 
events and the Royal Booster Club. 

She was the chief decorator for 
many of the UIL banquets. In the 
late 60’s, while living in New York, 
she was in an Art Guild where she 
painted oils and polymers. One of 
her paintings was commissioned 
and hung in the New York State 
House. While her son served three 
terms as Mayor of Brookshire, she 
effectively acted as the First Lady. 
The entire community loved her as 
“Mom” and was regularly treated 
to her gourmet candies, jellies, and 
pickles. Each year at the church’s 
fundraiser, her peanut brittle was 
highly sought after and bid upon. 
One of her passions was quilting 
and for each grandchild, she de-
signed and created works of art to 
keep them warm. During Christ-
mas, her favorite time of year, she 
created enchanting and merry 
venues, provided gifts for all, and 
loved to make and gift unique yule 
logs. She also was an avid bridge 
player and was a member of sever-
al bridge clubs throughout her life.

As a little girl Ardis accompa-
nied her older sister to Lutheran 
School and, when she was of age, 
attended the very same classes. 

Throughout her life she had a 
sense of sophistication, was kind, 
loving and treated people well with 
respect and grace. She was a giver 
and delighted in her friendships, 
and her family, particularly her 
grandchildren and great grand-
children. She exemplified the true 
teachings of Christianity. 

Ardis Scott was known as 
Mommy by her children and MeMe 
by her grand and great grandchil-
dren. She had her son Mayor Eric 
James Scott, daughters Lynn Ann

Scott Aranda. Her grandchildren 
are Cortney Renee Gough (Lucas), 
Brock Steven Browning, Blake 
Adam Aranda (Britney), Derek 
Lockler Browning, and Gavin Scott 
Aranda.

The Houston Texans made an important 
move Tuesday, resigning 27-year old tight 
end Dalton Schultz to a 3-year deal, worth 
$36 million, $23.5 million of which will be 
fully guaranteed. 

Schultz was one of the most important 
pieces for the Texans to bring back going into 
this year’s free agency period and Houston 
made sure to keep him around, ensuring that 
one of CJ Stroud’s biggest weapons will be 
back for the long term. 

The six-year veteran had a strong season 
in his first year in Houston. Including the 
playoffs, Schultz caught 65 passes for 715 
yards and six touchdowns, and he showed 
up in big moments, including hauling in a 
37-yard touchdown in the divisional round of 
the playoffs against the Cleveland Browns. 

The deal came a week before the start 
of free agency and allows the Texans front

get experience where we are playing 
against a team that has nothing to lose. 
It was back and forth and it’s good that 
we responded well. We responded the 
way we needed to in the second half 
and I’m proud they never stopped 
playing.”

The Spartans took the lead in the 
23rd minute of the first half when they 
earned a penalty.

SH 6 is a principal arterial North/South route that services the project area. Currently, motorists are experiencing high levels of 
congestion on SH 6 between Clay Road and I-10 which increases travel times, and this segment of roadway is prone to flooding 
during 100- or 500-year storms. An example of one such 500-year storm was the Tax Day Flood from April 17 and 18, 2016, 
where between 12 and 16 inches of rain fell over a 12-hour period leading to the closure of this segment for multiple weeks. 
Residents found it extremely difficult to leave their homes, emergency response crews could not be dispatched in a timely 
manner, and supply vehicles were required to make their deliveries by traveling long distances around the project area during 
this closure. The current configuration of SH 6 does not meet current traffic needs and is not anticipated to improve as traffic 
continues to grow, and 100- and 500-year storms become more frequent in the future. The purpose of the Public Meeting is to 
present various proposed alternatives for improvements along SH 6 to enhance safety, address drainage and flooding, relieve 
congestion, and improve mobility within the corridor. Although additional right-of-way (ROW) would be required as described 
below, no residential or non-residential structures are anticipated to be displaced at this time. Information concerning services 
and benefits available to affected property owners and information about the tentative schedule for ROW acquisition may be 
obtained from Emad Naser by calling (713) 802-5606.

This project may be subject to Section 4(f) of the Department of Transportation Act of 1966 coordination for parks, recreation 
areas, and wildlife and waterfowl refuges pursuant to Part 23 CFR 774.3(b) and Chapter 26 of the Texas Parks and Wildlife Code 
for the impacts to the publicly owned recreation area: Congressman Bill Archer Park and Dog Park. Alternatives 1 and 2 would 
require additional ROW from the vegetation (green space) between the park facilities and the existing roadway. Alternative 3 
would not require any new ROW. If either Alternative 1 or 2 is chosen, the proposed project may impact 6.4 acres or 4.7 acres, 
respectively, of the park property.
