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Katy company creates 
shield to protect against 
catalytic converter theft

Catalytic converter theft has become a nationwide issue, 
and one Katy company is doing its part to help stop the 
stealing.

Torans Precision Fabricating, 5230 5th St., developed a 
shield that can be installed over the converter and protects 
the converter from theft.

The company developed the shield last year at the request 
of a Texas Toyota dealership, business development manager 
Amanda Hernandez said.

“They reached out to us to make the part because of the 
thefts going on in the area,” Hernandez said. “This is very 
problematic, and it’s going on in Houston and the surrounding 
areas. People are losing their lives trying to prevent the thefts.”

Thieves are stealing converters because the precious met-
als they are made of has a high street value.

“From my understanding, the metal inside it, they can re-
ceive a lot of money for it,” Hernandez said. “It’s just quick cash 
for a thief.”

The top targets for converter thefts are Toyota Tundras and 
Toyota Tacomas. Hernandez said thieves are more likely to 
steal converters from these vehicles because they are higher 
and have four converters.

“Now, we are seeing that Ford and Dodge models, and a 
few others, are being targeted,” Hernandez said.

Last year, the Houston Police Department said the Toyota 
Prius, Ford F-250 and Honda Element & CRV were popular 
models for thieves to attack.

Converter theft victims must replace those converters, 
which can run about $5,000, Hernandez said. Time lost with 
the car undergoing repairs, and driving a replacement, also 
adds cost and headache.

The Torans-manufactured shield is made from aluminum. 
Shield size varies with the vehicle. For the Toyota Tundra, the 
boxes are 46 inches long by 37 inches wide by 5 inches high. 
One can either install a shield himself or ask an auto profes-
sional to do the work.

“It’s very easy to install it yourself,” Hernandez said, adding 
that the company recommends using an auto professional for 
installation.

The shields are available 
directly from the company, as 
well as through eBay and 
Amazon.

As catalytic convert thefts have 
become more problematic across the 
U.S., a Katy company has created this 
shield to help prevent those thefts. |

She was surprised to see her family, 
Superintendent Ken Gregorski and other district officials 
present her with balloons, Katy ISD swag, and a “90,000th 
student” T-shirt.

Jenna’s mother, Asma Alhabahbeh, said she and her 
family were told about the district as they prepared to move 
to Texas from New Jersey.

“When we decided to move to Texas, friends of ours told 
us that Katy ISD was a great school district and it had the 
best schools, so that’s one of the reasons why we are here,” 
Alhabahbeh said.

Gregorski said the district continues to grow.
“We can’t celebrate the enrollment of our 90,000th 

student without also recognizing the immense growth we’re 
experiencing,” Gregorski said. “As families continue to move 
to the area, it’s important that Katy ISD be prepared to serve 
them. Thanks to our voter-approved 2021 Bond, the district 
is able to provide the facilities and resources needed to pre-
pare all students for the future.”

The district’s northwest quadrant continues to experi-
ence robust growth, including large neighborhoods and 
commercial developments. This fall, the district will open 
Steve and Elaine Robertson Elementary, its newest school, 
located at 7400 Innovation Drive in the Cane Island sub-
division. It is the 44th elementary school in the district. 
The school is named for Steve and Elaine Robertson, who 
retired in 2020 following a combined 64 years of service in 
education.

Earlier this year, the district recently opened its newest 
junior high school, Haskett Junior High.

The district expects to add three additional elementary 
schools in the next few years, as well as one junior high, one 
high school and a transportation and maintenance facility.

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Seniors leave lasting legacy on Paetow program

ARLINGTON – Paetow’s senior class has been on a 
mission to win a state championship since they were in 
middle school. 

The Panthers’ seniors joined the program when they 
were in eighth grade, with a school that hadn’t opened yet 
and they engrained themselves for five years in a journey 
to make it all worth it.

That moment that made it worth it came in December, 
when Paetow lifted its first ever state championship tro-
phy after a thrilling 27-24 overtime win over College Sta-
tion in the Class 5A-Division I state final at AT&T Stadium.

“These seniors who started with us in eighth grade, I’m 
just so happy for them,” said former Paetow head coach 
BJ Gotte. “The school was brand new when they joined 
us, but they worked as hard as they could and bought 
into what we did. To see them finish their careers as 
champions is really cool.”

The Panthers’ state championship meant even more to 
the seniors because of what happened a year ago to the 
day of the state championship game. 

On December 17, 2020, the Panthers were told that 
their season was over because of a COVID-19 outbreak at 
the high school. On December 17, 2021, the Panthers won 
a state championship. 

Paetow’s seniors were playing to leave a legacy for 
themselves and the senior class that had come before 
them.

“Today is the day that our season last year, so history 
repeats itself,” said senior quarterback CJ Dumas after 
the state final. “Today we’re here as state champions. 
Those guys last year they’ve supported us from the be-
ginning. They showed up to practices and they showed 
up to games cheering us on and kept in contact. It’s 
the love and support from the community that kept us 
going. It pushed us, anyone could have been defeated 
after the way last season ended, but we took it as an 
opportunity. We capitalized on the number of guys we 
were bringing back and we were strong and confident 
all year.”

Paetow was poised no matter the situation, whether it 
was an early touchdown they gave up or after the game 
went into overtime. Gotte credited that to the leadership 
that came from this year’s senior class.

There was never a doubt in any person’s mind on the 
Paetow sideline what the outcome of the game would be.

Paetow was ready for the moment.
“It completely comes from senior leadership,” Gotte 

said. “These kids, they feed off each other and we’ve 
talked to them from the very beginning about doing your 
best every day. We’ve talked about these type of mo-
ments. I talked to a couple of the guys in here when we 

played Hightower the first time about how you have to 
earn the right to play in big games. We did that and these 
guys knew, you don’t have to change what you do to play 
championship football. If you have to change that you 
haven’t been doing your best from the jump, and they’ve 
always done their best whether it was in August or De-
cember. Every day they came out and gave their absolute 
best and trained to be a champion. They have confidence 
in each other, we had already prepared for this and that’s 
why you got the result you got tonight.”

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‘Like a father’

Tom McPherson’s name is synonymous with Katy high school and city 
of Katy.

For 34 years, McPherson has donned the red and white, leading the 
Tigers on the baseball diamond and helping mold young minds.

The Katy head coach was at the helm as the Tigers rose and become 
one of the premier programs in baseball in the state of Texas, leading the 
Tigers to a state runner up trophy in 2006 and numerous district titles.

But the McPherson era at Katy had to come to an end at some time, and 
that end point came when the Tigers’ season ended against Strake Jesuit.

McPherson had announced in April he would be retiring at the season’s 
end and although it was a very successful year for the Tigers finished with 
a Class 6A Region III semifinal appearance. 

“It’s bittersweet right now,” McPherson said. “We needed one more 
bounce to go our way. It was a good series and the pitching by both sides 
was phenomenal. They kept out bats in check and that was the difference. 
We just couldn’t get those key hits today. The last one was always going to 
be hard.”

McPherson helped grow young players games and grow teenagers into 
young men for his whole career. To his players, that meant everything.

“He taught me so much, he was like a father figure to me,” said 
senior left fielder Jhonnatan Ferrebus. “He taught me how to 

hit and how to be a better player in every way. When I got 
here freshman year, I had a lot I needed to improve on. He 

helped me with that through my sophomore year and 
then last year I really became a different player. I was 
able to turn it on and he really helped me with that. If it 

wasn’t for him I wouldn’t be the player I am today.”
Ferrebus speaks for many Katy student athletes that grew 

under McPherson. During his time as a high school head 
coach, McPherson accumulated 891 wins while coaching 
at Canyon, Levelland, Johnson City and Katy. He also had 
stops as an assistant at Texas Tech and Hardin-Simmons. 

“He was the winningest active coach in the state of 
Texas,” Ferrebus said. “He’s just a great coach, not just 
with winning but with developing us too. He knows how 
to get us ready for the next level since he coached at 
(Texas) Tech. You just couldn’t ask for anyone better to 
lead you.”

With McPherson’s retirement, Katy assistant coach 
Wes Hearne will take the reigns as head coach. But 
while McPherson may not be there to lead the team 
every day, he knows that the school and the program 
will always be a part of him.

“He’ll get a lot out of this bunch next year,” McPher-
son said. They’re a great bunch and I can’t wait to 
come back and watch them. It will be different, but I 
can’t wait.”

As Dianne Loftin walked out onto the field be-
fore Katy’s game against Taylor, she was shocked 
at what she saw.

Loftin knew that some people would show up 
to celebrate her coaching in her final home game, 
but she didn’t expect the scene she saw in the 
stands.

“I had no idea it was going to be like that,” Loftin 
said. “I expected to see a few past grads and see 
people I knew from the area here and there, but I 
didn’t expect to see what happened today. There 
were people here that graduated in 1989, in 1990 
that I coached that drove from out of town and 
out of state and it was just an awesome thing to 
be a part of.”

Loftin has been engrained in the school and 
city of Katy as much as any coach could be, 
joining the school in 1986 where she coached 
and taught students for 36 years. That time 
finally ran down, as Loftin retired at the end of the 
season. But her career couldn’t go uncelebrated, 
and Katy faculty, former and current students 
and appreciative parents all came out to show 
how much Loftin was valued in Katy’s final home 
game of the season. 

The Katy players made sure to keep things a 
celebration, beating Taylor 4-0 with the third seed 
in playoffs already secured for the Tigers and the 
whole team celebrated around Loftin after the 
game.

“It meant so much to get this win for us and for 
Coach Loftin,” said Katy senior midfielder Rebec-
ca Partyka. “She always pushes and wants us to 
be our best and pushes us to the next level, so it 
was really nice to get this win for her. It was really 
important for all of us.”

Over the course of her head coaching career, 
Loftin garnered 430 wins and led the Tigers to six 
regional quarterfinals, helping countless of young 
minds who came through her program and the 
doors of Katy High.

“She’s been a huge role model for me,” Partyka 
said. “I’ve been on the team for four years and 
she’s spent so much time helping me and so 
many other players. She was always pushing me 

to be better and she’ll always be someone I look 
up to.”

As much as the players appreciate Loftin, it 
means just as much to her that she got a chance 
to coach them, and she couldn’t describe how 
much they all have meant to her.

“It’s been an absolute blessing being here,” Lof-
tin said. “I can’t think of a better place, that’s why 
I stayed so long. It’s just been an awesome 
place, the people, the support, it’s been 
fabulous.”

More than anything, Loftin is 
grateful that she was put in a po-
sition where she could impact so 
many young lives.

“I truly feel like I was called to do 
this and to be in the position I’m in, 
to have the opportunity to coach 
all of these years and do what I love 
and help students, I’m just so grate-
ful,” Loftin said. “I’m grateful for the 
people who have supported me and 
taught me and mentored me since 
I’ve gotten here.

I can’t put into 
words what it’s meant to me and I 
can’t imagine that I’m not going to be 
here. It’s hard and kind of bittersweet.”

Brewing, 6801 Highway Blvd., that includes craft beer.

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Midway Bar-B-Que planning to reopen 
6025 Highway Blvd. location this summer

Midway Bar-B-Que, 6025 Highway 
Blvd., plans to reopen that location this 
summer after sustaining heavy damage 
from a February 2021 fire, owner Herman 
Meyer said.

“It’s been a long, hard journey to get 
back to where it is right now,” Meyer said. 
“We’re floating sheet rock now. Every-
thing is coming together pretty quick 
now. Once we get the sheet rock up, the 
rest is just lipstick. The equipment has 
been ordered and paid for. The electrical 
and air conditioning are there.”

Meyer said the hope is to reopen the 
restaurant on or about July 1, but added 

that he was always skeptical about 
giving a date.

“We’ll do something, but right now 
we’re just concentrating on getting it 
complete and getting it open,” Meyer 
said.

Even though the restaurant, long a fix-
ture in the Katy dining scene, sustained 
significant damage, Meyer was able to 
move his business just down the street, 
to 6191 Highway Blvd.

“A customer of mine, he didn’t want to 
be in the pizza business,” Meyer said. “He 
drove by, saw everything was there. Fry-
ers, chairs, everything you need. He said, 
just take it and operate your business.”

Meyer said while the substitute loca-
tion was too small to stay in permanently 

— “we don’t have the physical capacity to 
sit a bunch of people; it’s really crowded,” 
he said— the Midway name remains in 
front of the public.

“That’s a big help,” Meyer said.
Meyer said Midway’s catering business 

is also doing well.
“The catering business, we haven’t 

missed a beat,” Meyer said. “We can do 
outside catering, which we really appre-
ciate. We try to do everything, prepare 
the menu the same way we always have. 
It’s difficult to make money when you’re 
in a small place. We’re just thankful for 
them.”

Meyer said the cause of the fire re-
mains undetermined.

“Fire inspectors and investigators said 

it started in the office, but there’s nothing 
in the office to ignite something like that,” 
Meyer said. “(Perhaps it was) cold nights, 
and several calls from utilities saying we 
were going to turn off the power, trying 
to distribute electricity. It’s just a guess.”

The restaurant, known before the fire 
for its extensive taxidermy on the walls, 
hopes to keep the same theme when it 
reopens, Meyer said. Customers have 
come forward to offer their taxidermy 
pieces, including two big elk that Meyer 
said his wife refused to allow in their 
house.

“We’ll try to have the same theme, as 
far as décor is concerned,” Meyer said. 
“Even the wooly mammoth.”

Hospitals expand to meet needs of a growing area

More people coming to Katy means 
more people needing health care. Both 
Memorial Hermann Katy and Houston 
Methodist West are expanding to meet 
the demand.

Memorial Hermann Katy, 23900 Katy 
Fwy., in March announced a $167 million 
expansion that will add 115,000 square 
feet of new and renovated service areas. 
This expansion includes nearly 100 beds, 
as well as a third professional office 
building. It will also include additional 
parking, with a parking garage.

Jerry Ashworth, senior vice president 
and CEO of Memorial Hermann Katy and 
Memorial Hermann Cypress hospitals, 
said the community continues to grow, 
and the hospital is committed to growing 
with it.

“However, I would like to point out that 
this expansion goes far beyond the addi-
tion of physical space to accommodate 
more patients,” Ashworth said. “It is also 
strategically focused on growing special-
ty and surgical care so that residents can 
depend on us to support their healthcare 
needs, from routine outpatient visits to 
complex inpatient procedures, in their 
own community.”

Houston Methodist West, 18500 
Katy Fwy., on May 6 broke ground for 
a $65 million office building that will be 
adjacent to the hospital. Officials said the 
150,000-square-foot, six-story medical 
office building will house orthopedics 
and sports medicine on the top two 
floors and physical therapy on the 
ground floor.

The project will also create 900 
parking spots, along with nature spaces 
with walking trails and an access road 
from I-10 to Park Row. Officials said the 
building is expected to open by the end 
of 2023.

Kyle Stanzel, Houston Methodist West 
chief operating officer, said the hospital is 
growing with the needs of the commu-
nity.

“This project is the beginning of the 
next phase of expansion for the cam-
pus,” Stanzel said. “We are already in 
the planning stages for our next period 
of growth, looking at how we can bring 
more advanced services and proce-
dures to our patients by 2030 and 
beyond.”

Carriage Inn

If, at that particular luncheon, awards were 
to give an award for the further distances traveled to 
Katy, chances are that Audrey Michalk would receive 
it. She was born in the United Kingdom and grew up 
in Sunderland, which she said was about a four-hour 
drive north of London.

During World War II, Michalk was stationed in Lon-
don, where she crossed paths with the future Queen 
Elizabeth II, who this month celebrated her 75th year 
on the throne.

“She was Princess Elizabeth then,” Michalk said. 
“She drove a truck on the base where I was. She was 
a very nice person, too. She’s just a regular person. 
No nonsense about her. She did the work she was 
supposed to do. We had a lot of fun. Why not? She’s a 
very nice person.”

Another resident, Herbert Nunn, came to Katy from 
Granby, Mo., about 40 miles from the Arkansas bor-
der. When World War II broke out, Nunn was studying 
accounting at the University of Missouri. But he joined 
the service, like so many others, and served in the 
Army Air Corps.

He finished his degree thanks to the GI Bill of Rights 
and pursued his career in Kansas before his daughter 
Cindy and her husband, Bill Haskett—and their daugh-
ter—enticed him to move to Texas.

The Hasketts were longtime educators in the Katy 
Independent School District. Last year, the Katy Inde-
pendent School District named a junior high school 
in their honor. Katy Tiger football fans know Bill as the 
public address announcer for Tigers games at Legacy 
Stadium.

There will soon be more cause for celebration at 
Carriage Inn. Katja Rudyk, director of life enrichment, 
said another centenarian will be joining the communi-
ty later this month.

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Igloo and Walmart celebrate 40 years 
of partnership with a new Igloo product line

Katy-based Igloo and Walmart have helped each other 
become bigger over 40 years of business partnership. 
Now, a new Igloo product line will give Walmart customers 
better options when it comes to selecting coolers for their 
food and drinks.

In April, Igloo and Walmart unveiled the Igloo Over-
land series of coolers which is only available at Walmart 
stores. The series features coolers that come in four sizes: 
25-quart, 50-quart, 52-quart, and 72-quart.

Coolers have a bottle opener in the lid, which is a new 
feature. Igloo senior product manager Meghan Harris said 
the coolers also have holes on the front and back sides. 
These holes enable a user to bungee-tie other objects, 
such as towels, for easier transportation.

Harris said extra-thick foam walls increase ice retention 
and provide better cooling performance. Coolers also fea-
ture a drainage hole, typically featured on larger coolers. 
Research showed that consumers wanted drainage holes 
on smaller coolers as well.

While the official announcement was made in April, the 
units have been on the Walmart shelves since March.

“I’ve been in multiple Walmarts recently, and they can’t 

keep them on the shelves,” 
Harris said.

Walmart officials cited 
their desire to sell Amer-
ican-made products at 
their stores. Igloo officials 
said the company had 
a $14 million outlay and 
hired about 90 workers to 
develop this new series of 
coolers at the Katy-area 
plant, 777 Igloo Dr.

Igloo president and 
CEO Dave Allen said the 
company produces a lot 
of individual lines for its 

customers. However, the Overland series is the largest 
initiative for a customer, given the investment.

Even with this exciting news for Igloo, Allen said the 
company has a lot of room for continued growth.

Many people can remember the date, and what they 
were doing, when they decided to change direction in their 
lives. For Ace Berry of Fulshear Floral Design, 8525 FM 359 
S. in Fulshear, the date was Feb. 22, 2007.

Berry was logging oil wells, most of which were in the U.S. 
He said his boss called him into his office.

“The boss said move to Canada, or take a layoff,” Berry said.
Berry considered his situation. He said he didn’t really 

like what he was doing, but he was younger and he had a 
daughter in South Texas.

“I wanted to do something meaningful and purposeful 
with my life, and I decided I was going to do it with flowers,” 
Berry said.

Berry returned to Texas and became a self-taught florist. 
He began by taking a class in Houston, and then finding 
other opportunities to learn his new craft. By 2011, he started 
looking at growth patterns in the Houston area and watched 
how the city was growing. In the 1940s and 1950s, he said, 
the city was growing east. But by the 1970s and 1980s, 
he said, one could see the city was growing to the west, 
towards Katy and Fulshear.

“Fulshear is projected to be at 
100,000 people in the next five 
years,” Berry said. “Now, it is 
20,000, but you can see how 
fast it is growing. We are literally 
behind the eight ball to get 
the roads done to ease traf-
fic from the growth.”

But, thanks to Berry, 
there will be plenty of 
flowers and arrange-
ments. Yet growth 
isn’t limited to size.

“I always strive 
to be better than 
I was the day 
before,” Berry 
said. “The pursuit 
for perfection is nev-
erending. Even if they are 
not buying from 
me, promot-
ing flowers in 
general. They 
strike great 
emotions in 
people.”
