The grand opening and rib-
bon-cutting ceremony for Fort Bend 
County Libraries’ Fulshear Branch 
Library will take place on Saturday, 
January 13, beginning at 10 a.m. at 
the new library, located at 6350 GM 
Library Road in Fulshear. 

Fort Bend County Judge KP 
George will officiate the grand open-
ing. He will be joined by Precinct 
1 County Commissioner Vincent 
Morales and other county and local 
officials. All area residents are invited 
to the grand-opening reception.

The Fulshear Branch Library, 
which replaces the Bob Lutts Ful-
shear/Simonton Branch Library, is 
now the third largest library in the 
Fort Bend County library system. 
Designed by Huitt-Zollars, the 2-story 
building is 41,980 square feet in size. 
Flintco is the general contractor. 

Construction of the new Fulshear 
Branch Library is the final phase of a 
$19.8-million bond referendum ap-
proved by voters in November 2015, 
which included $13.4 million for a 
new library to be built on the north 
side of the county. 

The library was designed to be 

family-friendly, with individual areas 
for children, teens, and adults. 

The library includes an outdoor 
patio with charging stations, a drive-
through book return in the parking 
lot, community meeting rooms, study 
rooms, a puppet theater, and a com-
puter lab for technology classes and 
public use. Additional computers will 
be available for public use outside of 
the computer lab. The library has free 
WiFi access for individuals wishing to 
bring their own laptop computers to 
the library.

New $4 million ARPA  
investment will increase  
access to justice for all  
parties in the eviction process

In a unanimous vote Tuesday, Decem-
ber 19th, Harris County Commissioners 

approved $4 million in federal American 
Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding to expand 
the Eviction Legal Aid Program to all 16 of 
the County’s Justice of the Peace Courts.  

Eviction filings in Harris County have 
continued to rise since the start of the 
COVID-19 pandemic. As a result, in 2021, 
Harris County invested an initial $1 mil-
lion in ARPA funding to provide pro bono 
representation to low-income tenants facing 
eviction proceedings.  

In March 2023, Harris County invested 
an additional $4 million in ARPA funding to-

ward contracts with Lone Star Legal Aid and 
Neighborhood Defender Services to serve 
eight Justice of the Peace Courts that handle 
the largest share of eviction filings in Harris 
County. A great need for these services 
persists throughout the County. In fact, both 
organizations had a target to assist at least 
2,000 people by November 30, 2023—but 
surpassed that goal, serving more than 7,200 
individuals.  

The latest funding expands Harris Coun-
ty’s Community Services Division’s Eviction 
Legal Aid Program to all 16 Justice of the 

Peace Courts through awards of $2 million 
each to Lone Star Legal Aid and Neigh-
borhood Defender Services. The amended 
contracts will now run through December 
31, 2024.   

Since 2020, an estimated 30% of all 
eviction filings in Harris County occurred 
in Precinct 4, the second highest of the four 
Commissioner precincts.  From 2020 to 
2022, eviction filings in Precinct 4 more than 
doubled.

“As a lawyer and former judge, I am deeply 
committed to improving the quality of justice 
in Harris County and to ensuring equitable 
access to legal aid,” Commissioner Lesley 
Briones said. “Expanding this investment to all 
16 Justice of the Peace courts will help drive a 
fairer judicial process for eviction filings across 
Harris County. I am grateful to the Biden Ad-
ministration for the ARPA funding that is being 
used to help our lower-income families.”  

“Stable housing and secure immigration 
status are not just moral imperatives, they are 
cornerstones of a thriving economy. Immi-
grant and eviction legal defense services keep 
people employed, children in school and com-
munities vibrant,” said Thao Costis, Executive 
Director, Harris County Community Services 
Department. “These services represent smart 
investments that generate returns in increased 
tax revenue, reduced strain on social services 
and a more productive workforce.”  

“Lone Star Legal Aid is dedicated to pro-
viding legal services toeligible Harris County 
tenants facing eviction,” shared Dana Karni, 
Ligation Director, Lone Star Legal Aid. “As ten-
ants with legal representation becomes more 
commonplace, we are seeing an exponential 

impact benefiting the community. On behalf of 
the Eviction Defense Coalition, Lone Star Legal 
Aid appreciates the continued funding from 
Harris County for our work to support housing 
stability.”  

“Neighborhood Defender Service has 
long recognized the need for dedicated civil 
defense services as part of a comprehensive 
public defense program,” noted Rick Jones, 
CEO and Executive Director, Neighborhood 
Defender Service (NDS). “And our partnership 
with Harris County underscores the indispens-
able role of legal services in shaping the very 
fabric of community health, safety, and overall 
well-being.” 

“No one should face the threat of eviction 
alone,” stated Meenu Walters, Managing Direc-
tor, NDS. “Since we opened our doors in May, 
our dedicated team has attended community 
events, hosted know-your-rights sessions, 
and most critically – we’ve provided advice, 
counsel, or full representation to nearly 2000 
Houston residents at risk of losing their home. 
We’re working to ensure that all individuals re-
ceive the support they need to safeguard their 
home and maintain stability.” 

In October 2023, Commissioners Court 

unanimously approved a request from Com-
missioner Briones to create two positions for 
the County Civil Courts at Law Eviction Appeal 
docket, including an associate judge. Jermaine 
Thomas will serve as the associate judge and 
will begin hearing eviction appeal cases on 
January 8, 2024.  

“Most evictions occur because working 
families have fallen on hard times and are un-
able to afford their rent. Yet, depending on the 
method of appeal, a tenant must pay at least 
one month of rent and continue paying at the 
usual rent period, often monthly, until the ap-
peal is decided,” Commissioner Briones said. 
“The new eviction appeal docket will shorten 
the wait time to disposition for eviction appeal 
cases, which will help avoid undue financial 
and mental stress from a lengthy legal process 
and provide tenants another opportunity to 
improve their outcomes. It will also support 
landlords looking for faster resolution to cases, 
as well as assist other litigants in non-evic-
tion-related civil cases who are waiting for 
their day in court. The bottom line is that this 
investment will enhance fairness and will 
improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the 
administration of justice in our County.”

 Children will be delighted with 
the interactive game table in the 
Youth Department, as well as with 
the whimsical musical elements 
outside the library.

The Youth Services department 
will offer a full range of children’s

crease access to free, high-quality childcare.
• Moved forward with Harris County’s cli-

mate action plan and broke ground on major 
flood resiliency projects.

• Awarded "substantial progress" 
certificates on an infrastructure projects that 
will improve drainage at John Paul Landing 
Park and increase safety at the intersection of 
Clay Road and Katy Hockley Cut Off Road with 
a temporary traffic signal.

• Co-hosted fifth annual gun buyback event 
on Nov. 18, in partnership with Harris County 
Sheriff Ed Gonzales and Houston Mayor Sylves-
ter Turner, during which Houston-area residents 
turned in 559 guns.  Participants lined up before 
the gates opened at 8 a.m. for the drive-thru 
event at METRO’s Westchase Park and Ride 
on Harwin Drive. Over 1,550 gift cards worth 
nearly $78,000 were distributed to residents who 
voluntarily turned in unwanted firearms for safe 
disposal.  The gift cards were funded by the feder-
al American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.

• Spearheaded the formation of the 
LGBTQIA+ Commission which held a kick-
off meeting on Nov. 16 to discuss goals for 
the group.  Creation of this commission was 
spearheaded by Commissioner Briones in an 
attempt to amplify the voices of the LGBTQIA+ 
community and promote equality in Harris 

County. The Commission will provide ac-
tionable recommendations that will improve 
economic, social, health and safety outcomes 
for the LGBTQIA+ community. Additional 
members of the Commission are expected to 
be appointed in December, with the first meet-
ing set to take place in January.

• Partnered with the U.S. Small Business 
Administration (SBA), SCORE Houston, and 
the Small Business Development Center to 
host two free workshops where representatives 
were be on site to answer questions about SBA 
loans and provide information about other 
community resources.  One of the two Decem-
ber workshops was held at the Steve Radack 
Center at 18650 Clay Road.

• Supported Harris Hub for Small Business-
es which provides eligible small businesses 
within Harris County with free assistance on 
a wide range of needs – from finances, grant 
applications, and legal services, to creating a 
logo, social media and marketing, and more. 
Eligible small businesses can apply for a $5,000 
working capital grant. Harris Hub is a resource 
which has amplified federal efforts, like the 
Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Securi-
ty Act (CARES) and the American Rescue Plan 
Act, that provided billions of dollars to help 
small businesses recover from the pandemic. 

In 2024, Harris County small businesses can 
also apply for loans through the Revolving 
Loan Fund. The microloans will range from 
$5,000 to $50,000, and growth loans will range 
between $100,000 to $250,000.

Commissioner Briones demonstrated her 
commitment to advocating for policies and 
resources that enhance the quality of life for 
Harris County residents, her statement said. 
To inform those policies, she has been meeting 
with community members during an 11-stop 
Listening Tour. The tour will continue in 2024. 

“Serving as your County Commissioner is 
the honor of my life,” said Briones in the email 
to her constituents. “I am grateful for the 
opportunity to serve and am energized by the 
progress we have made during this first year. 
My Precinct 4 team of more than 400 public 
servants and I have been honored to engage 
with so many of you, and we look forward to 
continuing to listen to, learn from, and serve 
you with heart, hustle, and higher standards. 
Everything we do at Precinct 4 is grounded 
in our commitment to serving you and your 
family. Our mission is to advance opportunity 
and justice for all. We have prioritized justice 
and safety, infrastructure, health, education 
and economic opportunity, and good govern-
ment.”

A total of 1,158 children from the reg-
istered families and 406 children from the 
unregistered/walk-up families were the 
recipients of the generosity displayed by the 
Fort Bend County community.

A restaurant that specializes in peach 
cobbler, along with other desserts….it’s a 
Southerner’s dream come true.

Retired military couple Troy and 
Jacqueline Barber held a December 23rd 
grand opening for the Peach Cobbler 
Factory – Katy at 1230 N. Mason Road, 
Suite 650 in Katy.  The couple moved to the 
Houston area from Florida in order to be 
closer to Jacqueline’s family in the Crosby 
area.  They plan to open an additional loca-
tion in Katy, along with sites in Sugar Land 
and Humble.

“Katy is one of the up and coming cities 
outside Houston – it’s going to be the ‘next 
Houston,’ “ said Troy Barber.

The long wait is over.  And the burg-
ers are BACK – this time under the new 
direction of longtime Katy residents Mike 
and Teri Yates.

TMG Burger Grill has replaced beloved 
local institution Willy Burger at 6191 Hwy 
Blvd #101 in Katy – with former Willy 
Burger manager Mike Daniels teaming up 
with the Yates.

“Mike, our general manager, has been 
in the Katy area for years and hiring 
him was a no brainer,” Yates said.  “I 
took him for an interview for a lunch at 
a nearby restaurant.  Everyone in the 
restaurant came up and gave him hugs.  
His connection within the community is 
amazing.”

Other Willy Burger employees have 
stayed on as well, Yates said. “Our Kitchen 
Manager Estefania has been an employee 
for 10 years, started as a dishwasher and 
has moved her way up -- she is a stud.”

Yates knows the Katy market, having 
run the first Texas Mesquite Grill (hence 
the name TMG Burger Grill) in Katy near 
S. Fry and I-10.  Although that restaurant 
closed, Yates said that they were always 
looking to come back to Katy.

“Carnival like 
funnel cake dusted with powdered sugar 
and cinnamon is the way to go,” Yates said.

The location will soon be offering 
breakfast on Saturdays and Sundays.  “It

SCORES & Texans down Titans, 
keep playoff, AFC 
South title hope alive

Houston had been 
waiting for a dominant 
performance from the 
Texans over the past 
month. 

The Texans had been 
in a slide, losing two out 
of three and struggling on 
the offensive side of the 
football. But the answer to 
their slide came Sunday. 

Home field advantage 
and the return of both CJ 
Stroud and Will Anderson 
propelled Houston to a 
huge win over the Titans, 
26-3 as Houston kept its 
playoff hopes very alive 
heading into the last week 
of the season behind a 

dominating game on both 
sides of the football.

Stroud led the way on 
the offensive side, com-
pleting 24 of 32 passes for 
213 yards and a touch-
down, while Anderson 
did some strong work on 
the defensive side with 
two sacks in his first game 
back from injury. 

“We have a lot of young 
guys who have stepped up 
this year and provided en-
ergy to our team,” said Tex-
ans head coach DeMeco 
Ryans. “That’s what I told 
these young guys when I 
met with them in the off-
season and they’ve done 
that since. They bring the

Katy ISD has been a powerhouse in the 
soccer scene for years. 

District 19-6A has consistently been 
one of the best in the state for a prolonged 
period and has cemented itself as a district 
that puts out quality every single year 
both on the boys and the girls side, and 
this year has a chance to one of the best 
we have seen out of the school district. 
From a returning state champion, to rising 
teams on the boys side and a girls district 
that is filled to the brim with talent, there 
are things to be excited about all over the 
place and it has the makings for a great 
year.

At the top of the pack is the Seven Lakes 
boys. The Spartans come off their best 
ever season where claimed their first ever 
state title, as well as claiming their fourth 
straight district title and second straight 
Region III-6A title. Seven Lakes graduates 
some key players, but brings back some 
of the biggest pieces of their teams. Aidan 
Morrison will be back to the lead the 
team after being named last year's Texas 
Gatorade Player of the Year as a junior. 
The senior Liberty University commit will 
be hoping to continue Seven Lakes' streak 
atop district and will be joined by Kortay 
Koc up front as both make a formidable 
duo that will hope to lead Seven Lakes to 
the same heights as last year. Seven Lakes 
comes into the year as the top ranked team 
in the state and will get everyone’s best 
shot.

Rihanna DeLeon knew she would have 
to raise her game going into her junior 
year.

The Tompkins shooting guard had been 
one of the team's best offensive weapons 
in both her freshman and sophomore 
season, but with the graduation of a strong 
senior class, she knew that she would have 
to step up this season.

DeLeon has done just that — the junior 
has been a focal point of the Falcons 
offense and has stepped up with some 
of the biggest performances of anyone 
who’s worn a Tompkins uniform, and it all 

comes back to the work that she has put in 
throughout the year. 

“I’ve put in a lot of hours for this 
because I want to get better and I want 
to improve and help this team,” Deleon 
said. “I tried to get in three workouts a day 
during the summer and just as much as I 
can now. But I think just as important, my 
confidence has gone up a lot from last year 
to this year — that’s helped me a lot.”

It’s been a historic start to DeLeon’s 
junior season. Before district play even 
started, DeLeon broke the single game re-
cord for Tompkins for 3-pointers, pouring 
in 10 of them in a win over Fort Bend Bush

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where she scored 38 points, but that wasn’t 
even her biggest performance of the season, 
as she broke the school single game scoring 
record with a 44-poing performance against 
Hardin Jefferson. 

“She’s just become more of a total team 
player,” said Tompkins head coach Tamatha 
Ray. “She understands that she’s going to 
get her opportunities and that she has to be 
locked in on both ends of the floor. The glitz 
and the glamor is when she’s able to just 
splash in three’s from behind the line, but 
she’s becoming more of a complete player. 
Rihanna has a super high basketball IQ and 
she knows that certain nights when teams 
take her out of it, she can impact the game 
in other ways. That’s where she has really 
stepped up — she understands how influen-
tial both ends of the floor are.”

DeLeon has done this while being target-
ed by other teams as the person they need to 
stop on Tompkins. She’s been a nightmare 
for opposing coaches and has been a huge 
part of Tompkins' success. Even in a win 
earlier this year, Taylor head coach Blair Ary 
singled out DeLeon and her ability on the 
offensive end.

“Rihanna is one of the best offensive 
players I’ve ever coached against in 20 
years,” Ary said. “She’s just able to do every-
thing and is such a weapon and is without a 
doubt one of the hardest players I have ever 
had to coach against.”

DeLeon has helped Tompkins get off 
to a hot start in District 19-6A and an early 
hold on one of the top spots overall. But for 

her, the job isn’t finished. She wants to get a 
district title back to Tompkins and continue 
to improve as the playoffs get closer. 

“We’re working towards our goals still, 
but when we get it all figured out and get 
everything down this is going to be a great 
team,” DeLeon said. “The goal here every 
year is to win district and this team can do 
that. This is a team that can compete with 
anyone in district and in the playoffs.”

The Texans' defense and Stroud took no 
time to settle in, with Houston’s defense 
opening the game with a 3-and-out before 
Stroud marched the offense down the field 
where the Texans took the lead on a short 
field goal. Houston’s defense continued to 
hold Tennessee and Stroud extended the 
lead early in the second quarter, capping 
off a 13-play, 94-yard drive with a 12-yard 
touchdown pass to Brevin Jordan. The 
Texans' defense added to the lead the very 
next play, as they stripped Will Levis in the 
backfield and Sheldon Rankins returned 
the fumble recovery 13-yards for another 
touchdown. The Texans added another field 
goal late in the half before the Titans finally 
got on the board as time expired with a long 
field goal, with Houston going into the half 
leading 20-3. 

It was one of the best halves of the year 
for the Texans, as they allowed just 79 yards 
of total offense and 12 yards on the ground. 

“The defense played so well today and 
I was so happy with the strip sack,” Ryans 
said. “That’s all we talk about, taking the 
ball away in those situations and not being 
happy with just a sack. Our D-Line has pro-
duced no matter who’s been in there and 
they play well together. It all starts up front 
with the line — when they play well it helps 
everyone else. They’ve been a driving force 
when we play well, and when they make 
that kind of impact we have a really good 
chance to win games.”

The Texans came out of the half and 
added to the lead with their third field goal 
of the game and then made a huge stop 
on their own goal line, as Christian Harris 
broke up a pass in the endzone on a fourth 
down play to get the ball back. Houston 
forced another turnover on downs in the 
fourth quarter and Ka'imi Fairbairn nailed 
his fourth field goal of the day, a 51-yarder. 
Houston strolled the rest of the way, not 
allowing another point the rest of the way 
and finishing the game having given up just 
187 yards of offense to the Titans offense, as 
the Texans improved to 9-7 on the year.

For Houston, it will all come down to 
the final week of the season. There is still a 
chance of winning the AFC South with a win 
and a Jaguars loss, while just a win would 
put the Texans into the playoffs regardless of 
results happening in the rest of the league. A 
loss and things get a lot trickier.

“Robert Woods came to us on Satur-
day and we had a big conversation about 
everything and the big theme was ‘how 
bad do you want this,’ because we have 
that opportunity in front of us to get to the 
playoffs,” Stroud said. “We are taking this 
very seriously and we’re excited about this 
chance and we came out today and played 
like it. We have the opportunity to control 
our own destiny, so we’re excited about it.”

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throne. Jordan returns talent all over and after 
making it to the regional semifinal in its first 
year in Class 6A, the Warriors finished third in 
district but overcame strong teams from the 
first playoff game on to make it four rounds 
deep last year and come into this season as 
the third ranked team in region III. 

Last year four Katy ISD teams made it to 
the third round of the playoffs and the two 
teams that made it there along with Seven 
Lakes and Jordan, Cinco Ranch and Paetow, 
both bring back talent as well and will be 
determined to challenge in district this year. 
Cinco Ranch is ranked No. 8 in region III com-
ing into the year and has more determination 
than ever after coming two seconds from 
knocking off Seven Lakes last year and making 
the regional tournament, Paetow meanwhile 
comes into the season third for ninth in the 
preseason Region III rankings after finishing 
second in district last year and making it three 
rounds in the playoffs.

On the girls side, Seven Lakes will once

There is talent all around Katy ISD and 
teams could come up and compete from 
anywhere, I believe we will be in for one of the 
most exciting district seasons we’ve seen in a 
long time, and I can’t wait to watch it all play 
out.
